NEW DELHI: The Centre may give some relaxation to
the people in the Kashmir Valley, where restrictions have
been imposed, so that they can participate in Eid-ul-Zuha
on August 12, officials said on Wednesday.

The restrictions
were imposed before the government’s move to abrogate
provisions of Article 370 that gave special status to Jammu
and Kashmir, and bifurcation of the state into union
territories.
