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India records over 20K Covid cases, 38 fatalities in a day
NEW DELHI: India recorded over 20,000 new coronavirus infections after a gap of 145 days while
the active cases increased to 1,36,076, according to the Union Health Ministry data updated on
Thursday.A total of 20,139 new COVID-19 cases were reported in a span of 24 hours, pushing the
total tally of cases to 4,36,89,989.  The death toll climbed to 5,25,557 with 38 new fatalities, the
data updated at 8 am stated.The active cases comprise 0.31 per cent of the total infections, while
the national COVID-19 recovery rate was recorded at 98.49 per cent, the ministry said.
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Rajapaksa steps down...
Earlier, Rajapaksa along with his wife escaped to
the Maldives. Subsequently, the speaker appointed
Prime Minister Ranil Wickremesinghe as the inter-
im President of  Sri Lanka.Meanwhile, in Sri
Lanka, the curfew has been imposed from 12 pm on
July 14 till 5 am on July 15, within the Colombo
District, the government information department
announced. Earlier in the day, "GotaGoGama" pro-
testers announced that they will peacefully hand
over government-occupied buildings including
President's House, Presidential Secretariat, and
Prime Minister's Office, aiming to restore peace in
the country. Sri Lanka Army deployed tanks near
Parliament on Thursday to prevent protesters from
entering the Parliament. Sri Lankan political par-
ties after holding a discussion will reach a consen-
sus and propose a name for the position of  Prime
Minister to the Speaker of  the Parliament, local
media reported.Sri Lankan MP from Colombo
Harsha de Silva said that after holding a discussion
a name for the position of  Prime Minister will be
proposed to the Parliament Speaker Saturday at 10
am. Taking to Twitter, the MP wrote, "Responding
to request by PM Ranil Wickremesinghe to the Sri
Lankan Parliament Speaker to propose a name by
consensus for PM, opposition parties will today dis-
cuss with various parties and groups in govern-
ment to get such consensus. We will propose this
name to the Speaker at 10 am tomorrow."
Meanwhile, the Sri Lankan Army soldiers are said
to have been authorised to use necessary force to
prevent the destruction of  property and life amid
the ongoing protests in the island nation in view of
the severe economic and political crisis, Daily
Mirror reported citing Army media. On July 9,
demonstrators forcibly entered the office of  the
President and the Prime Minister and his resi-
dence, and a fierce face-off  between protesters and
security forces was reported in Colombo. The coun-
try is facing a severe shortage of  fuel and other
essential supplies and is in the throes of its worst-
ever economic crisis with soaring inflation. The oil
supply shortage has forced schools and govern-
ment offices to close until further notice.

Govt to shifting...
According to the information, many people were
deprived of  the voting as there was shortage of  bal-
lot paper in the tehsil office.

and food security." It said the 'I2U2' leaders' meeting
focused on food security crisis and clean energy and
that they discussed innovative ways to ensure
longer-term, more diversified food production and
food delivery systems.The leaders expressed their
determination to leverage well-established markets
to build more innovative, inclusive, and science-
based solutions to enhance food security and sus-
tainable food systems. The statement further added
that the UAE will invest USD 2 billion to develop a
series of integrated food parks across India that will
"incorporate state-of-the-art climate-smart technolo-
gies to reduce food waste and spoilage, conserve
fresh water, and employ renewable energy sources".
The statement said India will provide appropriate
land for the project and will facilitate farmers' inte-
gration into the food parks. "The US and Israeli pri-
vate sectors will be invited to lend their expertise
and offer innovative solutions that contribute to the
overall sustainability of  the project. These invest-
ments will help maximise crop yields and, in turn,
help tackle food insecurity in South Asia and the
Middle East," it said. The meeting focused on the
food security crisis and clean energy with the lead-
ers discussing innovative ways to ensure longer-
term, more diversified food production and food
delivery systems that can better manage global "food
shocks", it said.

WPI EASES: Wholesale price-based inflation eased to
a three-month low of  15.18 per cent in June on a sharp
decline in the prices of  minerals, but food articles
continued to remain costly. June is the 15th consecu-
tive month when the wholesale inflation remained
double-digit. Last month, it touched a record high of
15.88 per cent. In June 2021, it was 12.07 per cent.

A finance ministry update stated that India’s cur-
rent account deficit is expected to deteriorate in the
current fiscal on account of  costlier imports and
tepid merchandise exports. To meet the financing
needs of  a widening CAD and rising FPI outflows,
forex reserves, in the six months since January 2022,
have declined by USD 34 billion, it said.

The Supreme Court will
hear on Friday a plea of  an
editor of  ZEE News TV chal-
lenge, challenging the sum-
mons issued to him for air-
ing a doctored clip of Con-
gress leader Rahul Gandhi
during the telecast of  a pro-
gramme on July 1.

Senior advocate Siddharth
Dave on Thursday urged the
Bench of  Chief  Justice of
India N V Ramana and Jus-
tices Krishna Murari and
Hima Kohli to list the mat-
tere urgently as the editor of
the TV channel is not pro-
tected unlike his news an-
chor Rohit Ranjan securing
protection against coercive
action in the matter.

A vacation Bench of  Jus-

tices Indira Banerjee and J
K Maheshwari had on July 8
granted relief  to Ranjan
with an interim protection,
restraining various state au-
thorities from taking coer-
cive steps against him in the
multiple FIRs filed in vari-
ous states for playing
Rahul's doctored clip. It had
also issued notices to the
Centre and the states of  Ra-
jasthan, UP and Chhattis-
garh, seeking their response
to Ranjan's plea to quash all
complaints and FIRs con-
cerning the telecast. On a
visit to Kerala, Rahul spoke
of  pardon to those ransack-
ing his office, but ZEE News
twisted his remark to claim
he was talking of  pardon to
those who killed a tailor in
Udaipur.

SC QUASHES PATNA HC 
NOTICE TO SAHARA CHIEF

The SC on Thursday
quashed both the notices is-
sued by the Patna HC on Feb
11 and April 27 to Sahara
chief Subrata Roy to appear
before it in an anticipatory
bail case. It said the HC, while
entertaining the plea for grant
of anticipatory bail filed by an-
other applicant, went into in-
quire into matters "unrelated"
to the facts relevant for decid-
ing the application. "In the pres-
ent case, we have noticed that
the HC kept the application for
grant of anticipatory bail pend-
ing and issued directions, in-
cluding to issue notice to third
parties to appear before the
court. That, in our opinion, is
impermissible and cannot be
countenanced," a bench said.

The Supreme Court on
Thursday refused an ur-
gent hearing on a PIL seek-
ing a common dress code
for staffers and students in
the registered educational
institutions for securing
equality and promoting
fraternity and national in-
tegrity.

Delhi BJP leader and ad-
vocate Ashwini Upadhyay
mentioned it before a
Bench headed by Chief
Justice of  India N V Ra-
mana to list it for hearing
along with the appeals it
agreed on Wednesday to
hear the next week against
the Karnataka High Court

verdict on the hijab row.
CJI Ramana flared up

telling him to wait for his
PIL. "We have told you a
number of  times. Do not
force me to repeat. Every
day you file a PIL. How
many matters have you
filed? As if  there is no regu-
lar litigation. I do not know,
in every case you come and
mention. It will come in due
course," he said.

Upadhyay persisted:
"Your lordship agreed to
hear the Hijab matter on
Wednesday. I filed this PIL
in February." He had filed
the PIL on behalf  of  one
Nikhil Upadhyay, seeking
implementation of  the
common dress code in edu-
cational institutions in the

wake of  the Hijab row.
It also sought a direction

to the Centre to set up a ju-
dicial commission or an
expert panel to suggest
steps for inculcating val-
ues of  "social and econom-
ic justice, socialism, secu-
larism and democracy and
to promote fraternity, dig-
nity, unity and national in-
tegration among the stu-
dents."

The PIL also referred to
certain protests in the na-
tional capital on February
10 against the Hijab curbs
in Karnataka in December
last year when some girls
wearing hijab were denied
entry into a government
pre-university college in
Udupi.

Enough of your PILs, SC tells

No end of trouble for Alt News
co-founder Mohammad Zubair,
a fact-checker on misreporting
by newspapers and TV news
channels.

As many as seven cases have
been registered against him in
Uttar Pradesh, two of which are
in Hathras.

and malicious acts, intended to
outrage reli gious feelings of
any class), 298 (Uttering,
words, etc., with deliberate
intent to wound the religious
feelings of any person) of
Indian Penal Code and section
67 (publishing or transmitting
obscene material in electronic
form) of Information
Technology Act.
The FIR said that Zubair used to
make a “mockery of Hindu
deities” on social media.

TN CM
hospitalised

for Covid

Tamil Nadu Chief  Minister M K
Stalin was on Thursday hospi-
talised after he tested positive for
COVID-19 two days ago. 

“Stalin has been admitted at
Kauvery Hospital, Alwarpet,
Chennai, for investigations and ob-
servation for COVID related symp-
toms,” a hospital medical bulletin
said. 

On Tuesday, Stalin had revealed
on Twitter that he had tested posi-
tive and isolated himself. He had
got himself  tested since he felt
weak. 

Governor R N Ravi had earlier
wished him speedy recovery. “I
learnt with utmost concern that
you have been tested positive for
Covid. You have been a dynamic
public leader with significant pub-
lic contact making you vulnerable
to this contagion,” he said.

Justifying "fair and reasonable
criticism" of  the Supreme
Court's comments on former
BJP spokesperson Nupur Shar-
ma's remarks on Prophet Mo-
hammed and Islam, Attorney
General K K Venugopal rejected
a lawyer's plea for the contempt-
of-court proceedings against
former Delhi High Court judge
S N Dhingra and two lawyers.

Law requires consent of  the
Attorney General for the con-
tempt. The plea for contempt
was filed by lawyer C R Jaya
Sukin against Justice Dhingra
as also former additional solici-
tor general Aman Lekhi and
senior advocate K Rama Kumar.
The AG refused, saying "the
Supreme Court has held in a
large number of  judgments that
fair and reasonable criticism of
the judicial proceedings would
not constitute contempt of
court" particularly when the
comments of the three were not

abusive.
At the centre of  the contro-

versy are observations by a two-
judge bench of  the Supreme
Court, including that Nupur
Sharma "is single-handedly re-
sponsible for everything that is
happening in the country" after
her statements. These observa-
tions were criticised by a num-
ber of  former judges, including
Dhingra, and even former army
officers.

Nupur Sharma had gone to
the SC demanding that FIRs
registered against her across
the country should be clubbed
and transferred to Delhi. The
court, on July 1, refused her
plea and made some scathing
comments. The judges said
Sharma's "loose tongue" had
"set the entire country on fire",
and that her comments were ei-
ther for cheap publicity, politi-
cal agenda or some "nefarious"
activities. The observations
were, however, oral and not
part of the final order.

Police file charge sheet
before Delhi court in

Jahangirpuri case 
NEW DELHI:  The Delhi police
on Thursday filed a charge
sheet against 45 people in the
case related to recent Ja-
hangirpuri violence before a
court here under various
charges including criminal
conspiracy and Arms Act, the
agency said.

The prosecution said that 20
out of  37 accused persons were
arrested after being captured
in CCTV footage/viral videos,
and the help of  technology has
been taken for the identifica-
tion of  accused persons.

It said it collected and
analysed 34 viral videos and 56
videos from electronic media.

The charge sheet containing
2063 pages, named 37 accused
who were arrested in the mat-
ter, along with eight accused
who are absconding in the mat-
ter. The probe agency further
said that during the probe,
CCTV footage of  28 cameras of
PWD, installed around Kusal
Cinema Road, and 30 Cameras
of  PWD installed around C-
Block, Jahangirpuri were ob-
tained and analyzed.

NEW DELHI : The BJP has
topped the list of  political par-
ties receiving maximum dona-
tions for Financial Year 2020-21.
The total donations declared by
the national parties for FY 2020-
21 was Rs 593.74 crore from 3,753
donations while the ruling BJP
has declared donations amount-
ing to Rs 477.54 crore from 2,206
donations. A report released by
Association for Democratic Re-
forms (ADR) disclosed that the
donations declared by BJP are
more than four times the aggre-
gate declared by Congress, NCP,
CPI, CPM, NPEP and AITC for
the same period. The Congress
was at second position with a do-
nation of  Rs 74.52 crore from 1,077
donations while BSP declared
that the party did not receive any
donations above Rs 20,000 during
FY 2020-21.

The report said that the total
donations of  the national parties
during FY 2020-21 decreased by
Rs 420.65 crore, a decrease of  41.49
per cent from the previous finan-
cial year 2019-20. So far, as politi-
cal parties are concerned, dona-
tions to BJP decreased from Rs
785.77 crore during FY 2019-20 to

Rs 477.54 crore during FY 2020-21
(39.23 per cent decrease). The
Congress party's donations also
registered a decline from Rs
139.01 crore during FY 2019-20 to
Rs 74.52 crore during FY 2020-21
(46.39 per cent decrease).

In a comparison of  the previous
year, the decrease in donations
declared by AITC was 94.74 per
cent (Rs 7.65 crore), NCP - 56.19
per cent (Rs 33.68 crore) and CPI-
M - 34.49 per cent (Rs 6.79 crore).
The report showed that a total of
Rs 246.50 crore was donated to the
national parties from Delhi, fol-
lowed by Rs 71.68 crore from Ma-
harashtra and Rs 47.07 crore from
Gujarat. The ADR report further
said that 1,398 donations to the na-
tional parties were made by cor-
porate or business sectors
amounting to Rs 480.65 crore
(80.95% of  total donations) while
2,258 individual donors donated
Rs 111.65 crore (18.80% of  total do-
nations) to the parties during FY
2020-21. It said that 1,111 donations
from corporate or business sec-
tors were made to BJP (Rs 416.794
crore) while 1,071 individual
donors donated Rs 60.37 cr to the
party during FY 2020-21.

SOREN MINING LEASE CASE 

Petitioner seeks
more time; hearing
adjourned for Aug 5
NEW DELHI :The BJP, which is
the petitioner in the case being
heard by the Election Commis-
sion against Jharkhand CM He-
mant Soren for extending him-
self  a mining lease, on Thursday
sought adjournment of  the
hearing. The case will now come
up for hearing on Aug 5, officials
said. They said Soren's legal
team agreed and the EC ad-
journed Thursday's hearing.

The Jharkhand Mukti Mor-
cha (JMM) leader's legal coun-
sel was to put forth their argu-
ments on Thursday in the
mine lease case in which the
BJP has sought his disqualifi-
cation as an MLA under the
electoral law. When the Elec-
tion Commission had com-
menced hearing in the matter
on June 28, the BJP counsel
had sought Soren's disqualifi-
cation under Section 9A of  the
Representation of  the People
Act, 1951, which deals with
"Disqualification for Govern-
ment contracts, etc." The BJP
as the petitioner in the case
had asserted that Soren violat-
ed the provision of  the elec-
tion law by extending himself
a favour with a government
contract while in office.
