Invoking Dalit icon
Babasaheb Bhimrao
Ambedkar on his 127th
birth anniversary, Prime
Minister Narendra Modi
on Saturday sought to woo
Dalits and tribals, saying
he could become PM be-
cause of Ambedkar’s con-
tributions to the society
and exhorted Maoists to
join the mainstream for de-
velopment and assured
that he would protect their
rights as envisaged in the
Constitution.

Modi said that B R
Ambedkar had made provi-
sions in the Constitution
for the protection of the
rights of backward classes
and he appealed to the peo-
ple not to join the Naxals
for securing their rights.

He asked the parents of
those who had joined Nax-
alism to not hand over
their children’s lives to the
leaders who were keeping
themselves safe while let-
ting the locals die.

said.

After launching of the
first phase of Ayushman
Bharat scheme, the prime
minister said his govern-

ment was focusing on a
new approach for the devel-
opment of the poor.

“Baba Sahab has given us
the Constitution. He en-
sured protection of your
rights...It is the duty of the
government to take care of
your rights. You need not
pick up weapons...ruin
your lives,” he told a gath-
ering.

“lI want to tell parents
that their sons and daugh-
ters have chosen a
path...But at least think
about those who are lead-
ing them. None of them is
local and they are not from
among you. They have
come from outside.

“They keep themselves
safe in jungles and keep
your kids in the front and
leave them to die. Why are
you giving your children in
their hands,” the prime
minister said.

He said the government
was committed to protect-
ing their rights. It was com-
mitted to working on the
path of development and
asked them to educate their
children. The Ayushman
Bharat scheme aims to
work on the development
and upgradation of sub-
centres and primary health
centres in 1.5 lakh villages.

He said these primary
healthcare centres will be
developed as health and
wellness centres by 2022.

Rajasthan Chief Minister
Vasundhara Raje on Satur-
day said her government is
committed to the welfare of
Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes and the
reservations for Dalits will
continue.

Raje made the remarks
while addressing a gather-
ing on Dalit icon B R
Ambedkar’s 127th birth an-
niversary here.

The chief minister said, “a
few people are trying to cre-
ate confusion on the reser-
vation system. It has not
been abolished and it will
never happen.”

“We will not let the reser-
vation be abolished ever.
The government is commit-
ted to secure the benefits of
Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes,” she said.

She said Dr Ambedkar
dedicated his life for equal
rights and eliminated dis-
crimination and ill-prac-
tices prevailing in the socie-
ty. “We are working on the
path shown by him and pro-
gressing by taking everyone
along in the state. The state
government has increased
loan subsidy from Rs 5 lakh
to Rs 10 lakh for youths of
the SC/ST community for
setting-up industry. In man-
ufacturing sector, the gov-
ernment now provides loan
of Rs 25 lakh instead of Rs
10 Iakh,” she said.

The chief minister said if
any industry employs over
15 per cent bonafide SC/ST
residents of the state, a max-
imum of Rs 85,000 annually
per individual will be given
as an employment subsidy.
Raje also announced equal
application fees for all cate-

Simultaneous LS, assembly
polls, EC opinion sought

The government will seek
the Election Commission’s
(EC) opinion on whether si-
multaneous election to the
Lok Sabha and state assem-
blies be held in multiple
phases beginning next year,
official sources have said.

The views would be
sought from the EC after
the submission of a report
by the Law Commission,
which is likely to recom-
mend simultaneous elec-
tion in two phases in 2019
and 2024.

The Law Commission is
likely to submit its report
on the matter to the Law
Ministry later this month.
A similar report of the gov-
ernment think tank NITI
Aayog recommending si-
multaneous polls in two
phases had been referred to
the poll panel for its views.

The government, the

sources said, wanted the
EC to send its views in com-
ing months so that a view
can be firmed up on the is-
sue.

Seeking to give shape to
the government’s concept
of ‘one nation, one elec-
tion’, a Law Commission in-
ternal working paper has
recommended holding si-
multaneous election to the
Lok Sabha and state assem-
blies in two phases begin-
ning 2019.

The second phase of si-
multaneous polls can take
place in 2024, the document
states. The document has
proposed amending the
Constitution and the Repre-
sentation of the People Act
to shorten or extend the
terms of state legislative
assemblies to effect the
move.

The amendments are in
line with the ones recom-
mended by a parliamentary
panel and the NITI Aayog.

The states which are rec-
ommended to be covered
under phase I are where as-
sembly polls are due in
2021. These include Andhra
Pradesh, Assam, Bihar,
Madhya Pradesh and Ma-
harashtra.

States which will come
under phase II are Uttar
Pradesh, Gujarat, Karnata-
ka, Delhi and Punjab. To
hold elections in these
states along with Lok Sab-
ha polls, the terms of the
assemblies have to be ex-
tended.

Based on a suggestion
made by the Election Com-
mission, the working paper
also says that a no-confi-
dence motion against the
government should be fol-
lowed by a confidence mo-
tion. This would ensure
that if the opposition does
not have numbers to form
an alternative government,
the regime in office cannot
be removed.

Punjabi singer shot at

Punjabi singer Parmish Ver-
ma and his friend were shot
at by around five unidenti-
fied car-borne assailants in
Mohali last night, police said
on Saturday.

Though the motive behind
the attack is yet to be ascer-
tained, police claimed to
have found some clues in
connection to the case.

The singer, who shot to
fame with his song “Gaal
Nee Kadhnai”, was admitted
to a private hospital in

Meanwhile, a Facebook
page, the user of which
claimed it belonged to gang-
ster Dilpreet Singh, had a
post, saying that the gang-
ster had opened fire on the
singer.

“I Dilpreet Singh Dhahan
want to inform you all that I
opened fire at Parmish. See
how you were trying to
hide yourself, but today you
were caught,” the post
read. Dilpreet was an ac-
cused in the murder case of
a sarpanch in Chandigarh
last year.

On the post, the SSP said,
“It has come to our knowl-
edge today..investigations
are underway.”

Police said a case under rel-
evant sections of the IPC, in-
cluding attempt to murder,
and provisions of the Arms
Act has been registered.

On the Advocate General's insensitive stand that no accused

Don't use ‘Dalit’ for all
SC people in official
documents: Govt

The Centre has asked state
and central government
departments to avoid us-
ing the nomenclature
‘Dalit’ for all people be-
longing to Scheduled
Castes in official dealings
and transactions.

The Ministry of Social
Justice referred to a direc-
tive by the Ministry of
Home Affairs, dated Feb-
ruary 10, 1982, issued to all
state governments and
union territory (UT) ad-
ministrations, asking
them to issue instructions
to the authorities empow-
ered not to insert the word
‘Harijan’ in Scheduled
Castes certificates, and
only mention the caste to
which the person belonged
and which had been recog-
nised as a Scheduled Caste
under the presidential or-
ders.

We need to revisit our
Constitution, laws: Minister

Union Minister of State for
Human Resource
Development (HRD)
Satypal Singh on Saturday
said that the country’s
Constitution and laws
need to be revisited if “jus-
tice for all” is to be
ensured.

Speaking on “Rule of
Law” on the occasion of
BR Ambedkar’s birth
anniversary at the Delhi
University (DU), the
Minister remarked that in
past decades, the country’s
Constitution had been
interpreted so there was a
need to revisit it.

“In the last about two
decades, the way the

Constitution has been
interpreted and the laws
have been interpreted...
Let us revisit our laws. Let
us revisit our
Constitution.”

The Minister also raised
doubts over the way secu-
lar aspect of the
Constitution has played
out and hinted that there
was an imbalance in the
way the law treats minori-
ties and majority.

“We want this country to
be secular country.. The
kind of freedom has been
given to the minorities...
Minorities have the right
to run their institutes,
their religious institu-
tions, but the majority
does not have. Law is equal
to all,” he said.

Singh remarked on the
inequities in society, say-
ing that “one who steals Rs
100 and one who swindles
Rs 100 crore, deserve the
same punishment”
according to the book of
law.

“Does it really do justice
to society?” he said.

Despite the Right to
Education, he said, mil-
lions of students did not go
to schools because the “law
doesn’t have teeth”.

“Law, life and death spare
no one... We need to do a lot
to realise the dreams of
Ambedkar,” he added.

DU Vice Chancellor
Yogesh Tyagi and former
Vice Chancellor of the uni-
versity and law professor
Upendra Baxi also

tioned a verdict passed by
the Madhya Pradesh High
Court on January 15 “that
the central government/
state governments and its
functionaries would re-
frain from wusing the
nomenclature ‘Dalit’ for
the members belonging to
Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes as the
same does not find men-
tion in the Constitution of
India or any statute”.

“All the state govern-
ments/UT administra-
tions are requested that for
all official transactions,
matters, dealings, certifi-
cates, etc, the constitution-
al term, ‘Scheduled Caste’
in English, and its appro-
priate translation in other
national languages should
alone be used for denoting
the persons belonging to
the Scheduled Castes noti-
fied in the Presidential Or-
ders issued under Article
341 of the Constitution of
India,” the directive issued
on March 15 said.
